EQUIPMENT ISSUES - VOYAGE DATA RECORDERS

Action Required: Members are invited to provide information on Voyage Data
Recorder (VDR) failures experienced both during routine operations.

Further to discussions at the previous meeting of the Radio & Nautical Sub-Committee
(RNSC) (RN(16)05), information is requested from Members regarding Voyage Data
Recorder (VDR) failures during routine operations.

Concerns have been raised in a number of fora, including by accident investigators,
regarding the availability of VDR data after maritime accidents. Evidence presented to the
European Maritime Safety Agency (EMSA) by the Permanent Cooperation Framework of
Accident Investigation Bodies, suggested that VDR malfunction and incorrect procedures
were the principal reasons for unsuccessful recovery of all or part of a ship’s voyage data
after a marine accident.

Members are invited to provide information on unsuccessful recovery of data from VDRs
experienced by Companies which use VDR data for in-house purposes during routine
operations. In-house purposes means any use of VDR data not connected with a marine
accident investigation by a flag or coastal State. Examples include analysis of ship
operations and crew performance as referenced in the ICS Bridge Procedures Guide
(BPG).

The information will be used to assess whether the issues raised by accident

investigators present a complete picture of challenges related to the use of VDR
equipment.
