BIRLESMIS MIiLLETLER iKLiM DEGISIKLIGI KONFERANSI
DENIZCILiK ENDUSTRISI ETKINLIKLERI HAKKINDA

Ispanyol Armatérler Birligi (Spanish Shipowners’ Association-ANAVE) ile Avrupa Toplulugu
Armatérler Birligi (European Community Shipowners’ Association-ECSA) tarafindan COP25’te
koordine edilen denizcilik endiistrisi toplantis1 basariyla ger¢eklestirilmistir.

Toplantiya ait bilgiler agagida yer almaktadir.

Uluslararast Deniz Ticaret Odas1 (International Chamber of Shipping-ICS) Genel Sekreter
Yardimcist Sn. Simon BENNETT; “Denizcilik endiistrisinin kiiresel diizenleyicisi olan Birlesmis
Milletler Uluslararasi Denizcilik Orgiitii (United Nations International Maritime Organization-
IMO), diinya ¢apinda giicli bir sekilde uygulanmasim sagladigi kapsamh diizenleme gergevesiyle,
sera gazi azaltimi da dahil olmak iizere sekioriin etkileyici gevresel performansim basariyla
gelistirmigtir.

Kiiresel olarak yiiriirliikte olan ve tiim yeni gemilerin 2025 yilina kadar en az %30 daha fazla karbon
verimli olmasini ve 2022 yilina kadar biiyiik konteyner gemilerinin %50 oramnda iyilestirilmesini
gerektiren zorunlu CO; azaltma diizenlemeleri mevcuttur. IMO Uye Devletlerinin gegen yil kabul
ettigi iddiali CO; azaltma hedefleri dogrultusunda IMO, 2020 yilinda operasyonel yakit verimliligi
ve hiz optimizasyonu konularina odaklanan yeni bir diizenleme paketi kabul edecektir. Bu durum,
2023 yilma kadar daha fazla CO; azaltimum ve sektoriin 2030 yilina kadar diinya filosunda %40
verimlilik artist olan IMO hedefini asma yolunda ilerlemesini saglayacaktir.

Denizcilik endiistrinin en biiyiik onceligi IMO’nun 2050 hedefini gergeklestirme konusunda hizli
ilerleme kaydetmesine yardimci olmak, sektoriin toplam CO: emisyonunu, ticari biiyiimeye
bakilmaksizin en az %50 oraminda azaltmak ve kisa bir siire sonra da tam dekarbonizasyon ile CO;
emisyonlarint kesmektir. Bu nedenle okyanus Otesi gemilerde uygulanabilecek sifir karbon
teknolojileri ve itis sistemlerinin Ar-Ge'sinin hizlandirilmas: IMO stratejisinin  merkezinde
olmalidir. ” agiklamasinda bulunmustur.

ICS’nin sunumunun ardmdan ECSA, 11.12.2019 tarihinde Avrupa Yesil Anlagsmasi’nin
agiklanmasimn ardindan Avrupa cephesinde yorumlarda bulunmustur.

ECSA Genel Sekreteri Sn. Martin DORSMAN, “Denizcilik endiistrisi, yeni Avrupa Komisyonu nun
iklim agisindan tarafsiz ilk kita olma istegini tamamen desteklemektedir. Bunun yan swra, iklim acil
durumu kiiresel bir krizdir ve kiiresel bir stratejiye ihtiyacit vardwr. Kiiresel olarak miimkiin olan en
kisa zamanda uygulanacak iddiali uluslararas: diizenlemelerin gelismesinin ve benimsenmesinin
IMO goriismelerinde desteklenmesinde, proaktif ve olumlu bir rol iistlenmesi i¢in Avrupa Birligi'ne
(European Union-EU) gergekten ihtiyactmiz bulunmaktadr.

Acilen yeni teknolojilere ve alternatif yakitlara ihtiyag duyulmaktadir. EU, denizcilik endiistrisi ve
daha genis denizcilik cevreleri tarafindan kullauma uygun EU fonlart olusturarak Ar-Ge'yi
destekleyebilir. Avrupa, pilot projeleri ve EU limanlarinda yeni yakitlar i¢in bunkering altyapisimin
yayginlastirilmasin desteklemelidir. ” agiklamasinda bulunmustur.
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ANAVE Genel Direktérii Sn. Manuel CARLIER basar1 saglanmis 6rneklerle konusmaya devam
etmistir:

“Birim zaman ve mesafe agisindan bakildiginda denizcilik diisiik CO; emisyonlu bir tasimacilik
yontemidir. Kargo ve yolcularin karadan ve havadan denize gegigini tegvik ederek CO; emisyonlarin
etkin bir sekilde azaltacagiz.

Ornegin, bati Akdeniz'de kamyonlarin %50'si Italya ve Ispanya arasindaki deniz rotalarina
kaydirdmigtir. Bu sayede daha fazla CO: azaltimi elde edilmistir. Aymi durum Kanarya Adalari
arasindaki yolcu tasimaciliginda da yapunugtir. Burada bir yolcunun ugak yerine gemiyi tercih
etmesi CO: emisyonlarim %80'den daha fazla azaltmaktadir.”

COP25'teki etkinlige katilm saglanmis olup katilimcilarla yapilan agik tartisma ile bahse konu
goriismeler sona ermistir.

Uluslararasi denizcilik toplulugunun bu 6nemli toplantida s6z sahibi olmasi ve denizcilik sektoriiniin
karbon ayakizini azaltmak i¢in gosterdigi ¢abalarin iletilebilmesi 6nem arz etmektedir.

UN CLIMATE CHANGE CONFERENCE — SHIPPING INDUSTRY EVENT QUOTES

Action required: To draw the attention of the event which was held on Friday
13 December as part of the UN Climate Change Conference (COP 25) in
Madrid.

Further to my previous note - ICS(19)28 — members may like to be aware that we
had a successful side event at the Conference of the Parties (COP25) coordinated
by the Spanish Shipowners’ Association (ANAVE) and with the European
Community Shipowners’ Association (ECSA).

Please find below some quotes that you may want to share with your members and
a photograph of the event at Annex A.

"As shipping’s global regulator, the UN International Maritime Organization has
successfully enhanced the sector’s impressive environmental performance through a
comprehensive framework of regulations which enjoy robust enforcement worldwide
and this includes greenhouse gas reduction," said Simon Bennett, ICS Deputy
Secretary General.

"There are already mandatory CO2 reduction regulations in force globally that will
require all new ships to be at least 30% more carbon-efficient by 2025, with a 50%
improvement by large containerships by 2022. In line with the ambitious CO2 reduction
targets which IMO Member States agreed last year, the IMO will adopt a new package
of regulations in 2020 with a focus on operational fuel efficiency and speed
optimisation. This should ensure further CO2 reductions by 2023 and that the sector
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is on track to exceed the IMO target of a 40% efficiency improvement across the entire
world fleet by 2030.

“The industry’s greatest priority is to help the IMO make rapid progress with
implementing its very ambitious 2050 target, cutting the sector’s total CO2 emissions,
regardless of trade growth, by at least 50%, with full decarbonisation soon after.
Accelerating R&D of zero-carbon technologies and propulsion systems that can be
applied on trans-oceanic ships must therefore be at the heart of the IMO strategy.”

Following the ICS’s presentation, ECSA commented on the European front following
the announcement of the European Green Deal on Wednesday.

"The industry fully supports the ambition by the new European Commission to be the
first climate-neutral continent. Moreover, the climate emergency is a global crisis, it
needs a global strategy. We really need the EU to play a proactive and positive role in
the IMO discussions supporting the development and adoption of ambitious
international regulations to be applied globally as soon as possible," commented
Martin Dorsman, ECSA Secretary-General.

"We urgently need new technologies and alternative fuels. The EU can support R&D
by making EU funds suitable for use by the shipping industry and the broader maritime
cluster. Europe must support pilot projects and the deployment of bunkering
infrastructure in EU ports for new fuels."

ANAVE Director-General Manuel Carlier followed up with examples of success
stories.

"Shipping is the transport mode with lower CO2 emissions per t x km. By promoting
the shift of cargo and passengers from road and air to the sea, we will effectively lower
CO2 emissions," he said.

"For example, 50% of trucks have been shifted to the Motorways of the Sea between
Italy and Spain in the western Mediterranean. That is a lot of CO2 reductions obtained.
The same is done in passenger transport between the Canary Islands, where moving
one passenger from plane to ship means reducing CO2 emissions by more than 80%."

The event at COP25 was well-attended and it closed with an open discussion with the
audience.

It is important that the international shipping community has a voice at this important
forum and is able to communicate the good news of what the shipping sector is
doing to reduce its carbon footprint. Our colleagues at ECSA will be issuing a press
release to the media.
