Denizde bir gemi krizle karsilastiginda karadaki bir acil durumda oldugu gibi gemi kaptani basitge acil
durum hizmetlerini arayarak yardim talebinde bulunamaz. Personel durumla miicadele sorumlulugu alir;
hayatlar1 kurtarmak, gemiye, ¢evreye ve yiike gelecek zararlari engellemek ya da asgariye indirmek i¢in
kararlilikla hareket ederler.

Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odasi (International Chamber of Shipping-ICS) ve Petrol Firmalari
Uluslararasi Denizcilik Forumu (Oil Companies International Marine Forum - OCIMF) sektore bu
konuda pratik bir rehber sunmak i¢in bir ¢alisma yapmustir.

Gemi Kaptanlari igin “Denizde Tehlike ve Kurtarma (Peril at Sea and Salvage) Rehberi”, ilk durum
degerlendirmesi ve acil eylemler ile gerekli olmasi halindeki yedekleme ve kurtarma uygulamalarina
kadar gemi kaptanimin bir tehlikeyle karsi karsiya kaldiginda yapmasi gerekenleri ana hatlariyla
belirtmektedir.

Ayrica rehberde, ozellikle kiy1 devleti ve sirket tarafindan verilen destekle, ilgili taraflara ivedilikli
bildirimde bulunulmasinin énemine deginilmektedir. Yayn, sirketin kara personeline tavsiyeler iceren
bir boliim igermektedir.

ICS Genel Sekreteri Sayin Guy PLATTEN konuya iligkin olarak; “Yillar iginde, gemilerin giivenli
isletimi ve yonetimini diizenleyen yonetmeliklerin gelistirilmesiyle, deniz tasimaciliginda acil durumlar
ve biiyiik kazalarin meydana gelmesinde bir azalma oldugunu goriiyoruz. Gemi personeli acil durumlara
miidahaleye hazirlik icin uygun bir sekilde egitilmektedir. Sektér de buna gore bir uyum kiiltiirii
benimsedi.” seklinde bir agiklamada bulunmustur.

Ancak bir kaza meydana geldiginde genellikle etkileri yikici oluyor ve tabi ki kisilerin, geminin, yiikiin
ve ¢evrenin emniyetini tehdit ediyor. Denizcilerin pek ¢ogunun denizde ciddi bir acil durumu tecriibe
etmemis olmasi iyi bir haber olsa da, ayn1 zamanda acil bir durumla basa ¢ikmak igin ihtiya¢ duyulan
ongoriisel bilgiye sahip olmayabileceklerini de gostermektedir. S6z konusu rehber gemi ve kiyi
personeline ihtiyag duyduklar1 karar verme destegini saglamaya yardimci olmak igin tasarlandi.

Rehber, olaya ilk miidahale, acil miidahale planinin uygulanmasi, giincellemeleri ve takip eden
eylemleri, yedekleme ve kurtarma hakkindaki bilgileri igeriyor.

Ayrica, rehber bir sirketin acil duruma hazirlanmak i¢in yapmasi gereken acil durum planlamasina da
odaklanmaktadir. Kaptan i¢in en iyi uygulamalar hakkinda agik rehberlik saglamakta ve ayn1 zamanda,
kiy1 personeli, acil durum yardim hizmeti saglayicilart ve egitim kurumlar1 da dahil olmak iizere bir
gemideki acil durumlarin yonetimine dahil olabilecek herkes tarafindan okunmalidir.

OCIMF Isletme Miidiirii Sayin Rob DRYSDALE ise konu hakkinda sunlar1 sdylemistir: “ Denizcilik
endiistrisi gelismeye devam ediyor ve gemiler hi¢ olmadigi kadar sofistike ve teknik olarak ilerlemis bir
diizeyde. Bu durum gemileri ve operasyonlarin1 daha emniyetli bir konuma getirmesinin yani sira
istenen hazirlik diizeyini ve gemi kaptanlarmin denizdeki bir krize karst miidahale bigimlerini de
degistirmistir.*

Bu sebeple, krizleri yonetmek ve herhangi bir acil durumda kendilerine, gemiye ve gevreye gelebilecek
zararlart minimize etmek adina deniz ve kara personelinin bilgi, ara¢ ve kaynaklarla donatilmas1 son
derece 6nemlidir.

"Bu rehber, denizdeki olaylara, kazalara ve acil durumlara hazirlanmak ve bunlara miidahale etmek igin
acik bilgiler sunan bir kilavuzdur. Sektordeki deneyimlerden yararlanan bu giincellenmis baski, son



basimin yayinlanmasindan bu yana meydana gelen operasyonel ve diizenleyici alandaki degisikliklere
deginmektedir.

Friday 23 October 2020: Unlike an emergency situation on land, when a ship faces a crisis at
sea, Masters cannot simply dial the emergency services for instant assistance. They take
responsibility for dealing with the situation, acting decisively to protect lives and prevent or

minimise damage to the ship, environment and cargo.

The International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) and the Oil Companies International Marine

Forum (OCIMF) have worked in partnership to provide the industry with a practical guide

Peril at Sea and Salvage: A Guide for Masters outlines the actions a Master should take when
confronted with an emergency: from the initial assessment and immediate actions, through
to towage or salvage arrangements, as may be necessary. It also explains the importance of
prompt notification to relevant parties with onshore support, particularly coastal States and
the company. A section is included with recommendations for a company’s shore-based

personnel.

Guy Platten, Secretary General of the International Chamber of Shipping says: “Over the years
we have seen a reduction in shipping emergencies and major incidents due to the
development of regulations governing the safe operation and management of ships. Crews
are regularly trained in emergency response preparedness and the industry has adopted a

compliance culture.



“But, when accidents do occur, they often have a high impact, and of course they threaten
the safety of personnel, ships, the environment and cargo. Whilst it is good news that many
seafarers have never experienced an emergency on board a ship, it also means that they can
lack the anticipatory knowledge needed to deal with an emergency. Peril at Sea has been
designed to help provide seafarers — and shore-based personnel - with the decision-making

support that they need.”

Peril at Sea contains information on the initial response to an incident, implementing the

emergency response plan, updates and follow-up actions, and towage and salvage.

It also focusses on the contingency planning a company needs to undertake to prepare for an
emergency. This Guide provides clear guidance on best practices for the Master, but should
also be read by anyone who might be involved in managing emergency situations on a ship,
including shore-based personnel, emergency assistance service providers and training

institutions.

Rob Drysdale, Managing Director of OCIMF, says: "Our industry continues to evolve, and
vessels are more sophisticated and technically advanced than ever before. While this has
made ships and their operations safer, it has also changed how a ship’s Master responds to a
crisis at sea and the level of preparation required.
