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AGREED MINUTES OF THE SIXTH SESSION OF
TURKISH-QATARI JOINT COMMISSION ON
ECONOMIC AND TECHNICAL COOPERATION

The Turkish-Qatari Joint Commission on Economic and Technical Cooperation
(JCETC), established in accordance with Article 9 of the “Economic and Technical
Cooperation Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Turkey and the
Government of the State of Qatar signed on March 11, 1985, held its Sixth Session at
expert level on October 23-24, 2016 in Doha and at ministerial level on November 10,
2016 in Istanbul.

The Turkish delegation was headed by H.E. Mehmet Simgek, Deputy Prime Minister
of the Republic of Turkey and the Qatari delegation was headed by H.E. Sheikh
Ahmed Bin Jassim Bin Mohammed Al Thani, Minister of Economy and Commerce of
the State of Qatar.

The lists of the members of the two delegations are aftached as Annex | and |i,
respectively.

The deliberations of the Joint Commission took place in an atmosphere of mutual
understanding and cooperation, reflecting the close, brotherly and cordial relations
between the two countries.

The Turkish Side, stating that Qatar is one of the first countries that expressed its
support to the Turkish Government and Turkish People after the traitorous coup
attempt on July 15, 2016, expressed its gratitude for its solidarity with the Turkish
people upon this atrocious attempt against the will of the Turkish People.

Both Sides stated that the enhancement of stronger commercial and economic ties
as well as the promotion of mutual investments and trade relations between Qatar
and Turkey are shared objectives of the two countries. Furthermore, they discussed
the ways and means of enlargement and diversification of the bilateral economic
cooperation in related areas.

In accordance with the agenda of the Sixth Session of the Turkish-Qatari Joint
Commission, the following decisions and recommendations were adopted.



Section |
TRADE AND INVESTMENT RELATIONS
4. Cooperation in Trade and Industry

Both Sides, emphasized the importance of further enhancement of their bilateral
commercial and economic relations and agreed to exert every possible effort to
increase the voiume of bilateral trade and investments and to diversify their economic
relations.

The Turkish Side expressed its readiness to provide every support to Qatar for
reaching the targets of Qatar National Vision 2030 pertaining to diversification of its
economy.

The Turkish Side proposed to Qatar Ministry of Economy and Commerce a twinning
program as an instrument for institutional cooperation between the two Ministries
which will provide exchange of expertise and knowledge. The Turkish Side will
provide detailed proposal on request.

Both Sides emphasized the impartance of innovative technology transfer and sectoral
cooperation in fields such as electrical appliances, wood and furniture, automotive
and its supplies, construction materials (iron-steel, plastics, electric circuits), food
processing and packaging machinery, medical equipment, pharmaceuticais,
garments, hygienic paper praducts and cleaning products.

The Turkish Side informed the Qatari Side that a new government portal named
“lonca.gov.t’ provides comprehensive information about the businesses in the
industry sector in Turkey as well as their products for the benefit of foreign
companies, investors and researchers.

2. Legal Framework

Both Sides agreed to work together to achieve progress regarding the agreements
and the MoUs mentioned below.

a) Free Trade Agreement (FTA) between Turkey and the Guif Cooperation
Council (GCC)

With the aim to conclude an FTA between Turkey and GCC as early as possible, the
Turkish Side requested the support of Qatar for reviving the FTA negotiations, which
has been idle since the fourth round in 2009. The Turkish Side welcomed the support
of the Qatari Side pertaining to re-launching FTA negotiations during the Turkey-GCC
Strategic Dialogue 5™ Joint Ministerial Meeting in Riyadh on October, 13, 2016.

b) Turkey-Qatar TEPA
Both Sides, underlining the need to initiate the Trade and Economic Partnership

Agreement (TEPA) consultations, agreed to hold the first meeting in December 2016
in Ankara.



¢) MoU between Turkish Standards Institution (TSE), the Republic of Turkey
and Qatar General Organization for Standardization (QS), Qatar

The Turkish Side expressed its readiness to revise the existing Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU) between the Turkish Standards Institution (TSE) and the Qatar
General Organization for Standardization (QS) in the light of new developments in
the fields of standardization and conformity assessment and submitted a draft text in
this regard. The Qatari Side undertook to convey the text to competent authorities
and reply as soon as possible.

3. Supreme Strategic Committee

Both Sides acknowledged the importance of the Supreme Strategic Committee
established on 19 December 2014. Both Sides expressed their contentment to the
outcome of the first meeting held in Doha on December 2, 2015.

Both Sides appreciated the intense efforts of working group of the Supreme Strategic
Committee and the outcome of the high level officials meeting held in Ankara on
September 5th, 2016. During this meeting, Both Sides agreed on working together
for the following Memorandum of Understandings to be signed during the second
meeting of the Turkish-Qatari Supreme Strategic Committee.

a) MoU to Cooperate in the Field of Organizing Exhibitions between the
Government of the Republic of Turkey and the Government of the State of
Qatar

Both Sides emphasized the importance of the MoU for Cooperation in the Field of
Organizing Exhibitions and decided to sign it during the Supreme Strategic
Committee. Both Sides agreed to cooperate and exchange information on exhibitions
organized in Qatar and Turkey and agreed on sharing information pertaining to the
context and schedule of these exhibitions.

b) MoU between Directorate General of Free Zones, Overseas Investment and
Services of the Ministry of Economy of the Republic of Turkey and Economic
Zones Company, Qatar

Both Sides welcomed the finalization of the MoU for Cooperation in the Field of
Free/Economic Zones and decided to sign it during the Supreme Strategic
Committee.

Both Sides noted that this MoU would create a solid basis for cooperation in the
areas such as the strategic development of free zones, successful free zones
designing, management and promotion models, structuring patterns for attracting
new investments and technology transfer to their free/economic zones through
exchanging expertise, sharing experience and good practices, organizing training
courses, conferences and reciprocal visits of companies and expert delegations in
order to explore and exploit further collaboration opportunities.



Both Sides stated their strong determination for supporting the activities and
investments of Turkish companies in the economic zones in Qatar and Qatari firms in
the free zones in Turkey.

¢) Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Turkey and the
Government of the State of Qatar for the Avoidance of Double Taxation and
the Prevention of Fiscal Evasion with Respect to Taxes on Income

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction for concluding their negotiations on the
Agreement on Avoidance of Double Taxation and agreed to sign the Agreement during
the second meeting of the Turkish-Qatari Supreme Strategic Committee.

d) MoU on Cooperation in the Field of Agriculture between the Government of
the Republic of Turkey and the Government of the State of Qatar

Both Sides acknowledged the importance of the MoU for Caoperation in the field of
Agriculture and decided to sign the MoU during the second meeting of the Turkish-
Qatari Supreme Strategic Committee.

e} MoU on Cooperation between the Small and Medium Enterprises
Development Organization (KOSGEB) and the Qatar Development Bank (QDB)

Both Sides emphasized indispensable role of SMEs in their economic relations. Both
Sides underlined the urgency to strengthen mutual cooperation between the Small
and Medium Enterprises Development Organization (KOSGEB) of Turkey and the
Qatar Development Bank {QDB) and expressed their appreciation for having signed
the Memorandum of Understanding on December 2, 2015. Both Sides agreed to
finalize and sign an Action Plan during the Supreme Strategic Committee to
effectuate the MoU. ‘

f) Agreement on Cooperation and Mutual Assistance in Customs Matters
between the Government of the Republic of Turkey and the Government of the
State of Qatar

Both Sides welcomed the finalization of the negoliations on the draft text of The
Agreement on the Cooperation and Mutual Assistance in Customs Matters and
agreed to sign it upon reaching a mutual understanding and completing final
procedures on the text before the second meeting of the Supreme Strategic
Committee.

g) MoU between Qatar Central Bank in the State of Qatar and the Central Bank
of the Republic of Turkey in the Republic of Turkey

Bath Sides noted their satisfaction for ongoing consultations on the Memorandum of
Understanding on Cooperation between the Central Bank of the Republic of Turkey
and Qatar Central Bank and expressed their willingness to sign the MoU during the
second meeting of the Turkish-Qatari Supreme Strategic Committee.



h) MoU on Cooperation in the Field of Health and Medical Sciences between
the Government of the Republic of Turkey and the Government of the State of
Qatar

Both Sides, with the aim to strengthen cooperation in the field of health, decided to
sign the MoU for Cooperation in the Field of Health and Medical Sciences during the
second meeting of the Turkish-Qatari Supreme Strategic Committee.

4, Private Sector Cooperation

Both Sides stated their strong determination to establish close contact and strong
interaction between private sectors. In this regard, Both Sides underlined the
importance of exhibitions which constitute one of the main platforms to bring the
business people of the two countries tagether.

Both Sides acknowledged the importance of continuing activation of the MoUs signed
between Qatar Chamber of Commerce and Industry and its counterparts in Turkey
for reviewing and strengthening genuine cooperation mechanisms among
businessmen of both countries, particularly in the fields of SMEs in which the Turkish
Side has the experience and technologies.

Both Sides agreed to organize the "Turkey - Qatar Economic Forum” in the first
quarter of 2017, in Istanbul or Doha. Joint sectoral activities will take piace during the
Forum.

5. Muitilateral Cooperation Platforms
a) Intra — OIC (Organization of Islamic Cooperation) Trade

Both Sides emphasized the importance of the intra-OIC trade and extended their full
support to new COMCEC strategy of enhancing trade among the member states as
one of the core priorities.

Both Sides agreed to work together for expediting the completion of necessary intemal
legislative and administrative measures in the OIC Member Countries to ensure that the
Agreement on Trade Preferential System among the Member States-TPS/OIC would
be fully operational without any further defay.

In this regard, the Turkish Side expressed its appreciation for the suppert of Qatar for
encouraging the Gulf Cooperation Council Secretariat to submit updated concession
lists to COMCEC Coordination Office.

Turkey invited Qatar to attend COMCEC 32nd Ministerial Session which will be held on
November 23-24, 2016 in Istanbul.



b) The Meeting of the Ministers of Economy, Trade and Investment between the
League of Arab States and Turkey

Both Sides welcomed the results of the Second Meeting of the Ministers of Economy,
Trade and Investment of Turkey and Members of the League of Arab States held on
April 19-20, 2015 in Kuwait. They also noted the importance of continuation of such
meetings which aim to strengthen dialogue between Turkey and the League of Arab
States.

The Turkish Side expressed its willingness to hold the third meeting of the Ministers
in the second half of 2017, in Turkey.

c) World Trade Organization

Reaffirming their determination to promote a rules-based, open and transparent
rmulfilateral trading system and the preeminent role of the World Trade Organization
(WTQ) as the backbone of this system, Both Sides agreed to strengthen their
continued cooperation at muitilateral and regional platforms.

Highlighting the significance of the outcome of the Tenth Ministerial Conference of
the WTO held in Nairobi, on December 15-18, 2015, Both Sides emphasized the
importance of implementing “the Nairobi Package™ and agreed on furthering their
support for the conclusion of the Doha Development Agenda.

Both Sides expressed their active support to putting Trade Facilitation Agreement
(TFA) of the WTO concluded in Bali, in 2013 into force. The Turkish Side informed
the Qatari Side that Turkey ratified the TFA and submitted its instrument of
acceptance to the WTO on March 16, 2016.

6. Contracting and Technical Consultancy Services

Both Sides agreed to share their know-how and best-practices in implementing new
technologies in the field of contracting and service providers and to encourage their
private sectors to establish regular contacts with a view to exploiting the opportunities
existing in these fields and in third markets.

In this respect, Both Sides noted with satisfaction the Turkish Mission to Qatar
comprised of the Turkish-leading technical consultancy companies in May 2016 and
underlined that these kinds of missions would pave the way for further cooperation
and create new opportunities for collaboration in the sector.

Within this context, Both Sides agreed to exert necessary efforts for introducing the
Turkish consulting companies to the Qatari market in the fields of urban planning
and spatial development and using their expertise in future projects.



The Turkish Side underlined that the increasing number of prestigious construction
projects, including in the field of railways, airports, metro and highways undertaken
by Turkish companies in Qatar recently would be a sign for the above-mentioned
efforts on further cooperation and expressed their readiness to undertake more
projects in order to support the economic development of Qatar.

The Turkish Side expressed its willingness to provide every support to Qatar for the
2022 World Cup Organization.

7. Bifateral investments

Both Sides agreed to encourage more cooperation between Turkish and Qatari
business circles in order to identify joint commercial and investment opportunities in
their respective countries, as well as in third markets, such as Central Asia, Middle
East and Africa.

Both Sides agreed to exchange visits and organize invesiment conferences in order
to inform their public and private sectors about investment opportunities.

The Turkish Side noted that the Law on the Establishment of Turkish Sovereign
Wealth Fund (Torkiye Varllk Fonu) and the Turkish Sovereign Wealth Fund
Management Joint Stock Company (Tirkiye Varlik Fonu Yénetimi Anonim Sirketi)
was introduced on 26 August 2016.

The Turkish Side stated its readiness to provide information to assist the Qatar
investment Authority in seeking direct investment and joint venture opportunities in
Turkey. In this framework, the Turkish Side will share investment projects in Turkey
and in the third countries. In this regard, the Qatari side expressed its readiness to
study such oppartunities.

Underlining the significant role of real estate investments in their relations, Both
Sides will continue to further cooperate in this field. The Turkish Side pointed out that
foreign investors could purchase real estate without the limitations of the reciprocity
clause since April 2012 and invited Qatari companies to invest in real estate sector in
Turkey. The Turkish Side also provided the Qatari Side information regarding
documentation of laws pertaining to residence permit in terms of real estate
acquisitions by foreigners.

Section Il
ECONOMIC AND TECHNICAL COOPERATION
1. Easing Trade Transactions

Both Sides agreed to simplify bureaucratic procedures in favor of businesses
involved in the bilateral trade of goods and services.



2. Standardization, Accreditation and Metrology

Both Sides agreed to enhance their cooperation in the fields of standardization,
conformity assessment, accreditation, metrology and calibration.

The Turkish Side underlined the importance of taking joint action
in international arena in the fields of halal standards, certification and accreditation
within the framework of Standards and Metrology Institute for Islamic Countries
(SMIIC) and invited Qatar to become a member of the Institute.

The Qatari Side indicated that Qatar General Organization for Standardization (QS),
as the competent national standardization authority, is currently in the process of
seeking membership of SMIIC as a step forward to strengthen relationships among
OIC countries and to help in supporting and developing the various activities of
SMIIC especially in the field of Halal including Halal Food, Halal Certification, and
Halal Accreditation.

The Turkish Side proposed that TUBITAK-UME of Turkey and Qatar General
Organization for Standardization (QS) could cooperate in the fields of metrology,
calibration, measurement systems, and conformity in the following forms:

- Bilateral comparisons,

- Training and exchange of experts,

- Development of metralogical equipment/instruments,

- Joint research projects in metrology, organization of joint meetings and
conferences, providing traceability.

- Exchange of relevant update information on standardization, metrology and
conformity.

The Qatari Side proposed to the Turkish Side to invite TSE to activate the
Memorandum of Understanding signed with Gulf Standardization Organization (GSO)
which will also enhance cooperation with Qatar General Organization for
Standardization, being the national member in GSO. ,

3. Finance and Banking

Both Sides expressed their contentment on the interest of Qatari Banks to Turkish
financial market and agreed to hold a meeting in order to explore ways and means
for implementing concrete steps regarding the interest of Qatari banks to enter
Turkish financial market.

Both Sides decided to encourage close relationship between the Centrai Bank of the
Republic of Turkey (CBRT) and the Qatar Central Bank (QCB) on the issues related
to the International Islamic Liquidity Management Corporation (IILM) and Islamic
finance.

The Turkish Side stated that the CBRT has initiated the procedures to establish a
contact office in Doha to be operational before the end of 2016 and appointed a staff
member as an economic counsellor at the Turkish diplomatic mission.



The Qatari Side took note of the Turkish proposal to establish an Islamic Finance
Group between Turkey and Qatar in order to strengthen cooperation in the Islamic
financial areas and mobilize investments between the two parties through experience
and information sharing and also the Turkish Side stated that Turkey has founded
*fund of funds” to create a portfolic from other investment funds such as venture
capital funds and transfer resources to the “fund of funds” that manage this portfolio
and adopt it as an investment strategy.

4. Energy

Both Sides expressed their intention to enhance cooperation an LNG field between
the two countries as conducive to mutual interests.

Both Sides agreed to encourage their public and private companies or institutions
towards investing in each other’s country, especially in renewable energy and natural
gas.

Both Sides expressed their willingness to share experiences in new and renewable
energy development, strategies and policies.

5. Agriculture

Both Sides agreed to cooperate in all agricultural fields (plantation, livestock and
fisheries) including the quarantine and veterinary fields, organic farming, agricultural
marketing, fish farming, awareness programs, biotechnology, etc.).

Both Sides emphasized the work on the exchange of experiences / expertise and
visits between the two countries and conducting joint training programs for the staff in
the agricultural sector as well as exchanging of research, information and
experiences between the specialists in both countries to lcok on the experiences,
activities and agricultural projects that have been implemented in"each country with
reference to best available techniques that were used and implemented.

Both Sides reiterated the need for cooperation between TIGEM and Hassad Foad. In
this context, Both Sides expressed their pleasure regarding the visit of Hassad Food
experts to Turkey on March 2016 and the signature of a “declaration of will” that
reiterates the need o deepen cooperation between the two institutions. Both Sides
also agreed on organizing a meeting of experts of TIGEM and Hassad Food on
agricultural issues that would determine future projects of cooperation,

6. Tourism

Both Sides welcomed that the Qatar Tourism Agency {QTA) opened a representative
office in Istanbul in a bid to boost bilateral tourism ties.

Both Sides agreed fo develop cooperation in the field tourism education through
exchange of experts and information and decided to arrange workshops and info
tours in tourism sector in both countries.



Both Sides also agreed to exchange tourism statistics/documents and encourage the
exchange of experts in both countries.

Both Sides agreed to encourage the visits of journalists, media representatives, film
crews, tour operators, airway company representatives, etc. to increase tourism
demand in both countries.

7. Social Security and Labor

The Turkish Side proposed to hold the Joint Committee between the representatives
of the Ministry of Labor and Social Security of the Republic of Turkey and the Ministry
of Administrative Development Labor and Social Affairs of the State of Qatar to
review the situation of the Turkish workers in Qatar. The Qatari Side expressed its
readiness to hold the Joint Committee in Ankara in December 2016 or a date
specified by the Turkish Side.

8. Health

Both Sides confirmed the need for cooperation in the field of health tourism and
agreed to increase technical studies between their heaith institutions and travel
agencies in order to develop cooperation in the field of health tourism.

The Turkish Side expressed that Turkey could serve as an alternative destination for
treatment of almost any physical disorder or ailment.

The Turkish Side asked the Qatari Side to recognize the certifications and diplomas
issued by the Turkish Universities in the field of medicine.

The Qatari Side undertook to convey the aforementiored proposal to the relevant
authorities and inform the Turkish Side about the outcome.

Both Sides expressed that the MoU on Cooperation in the Field of Health and
Medical Sciences between the Government of the Republic of Turkey and the
Government of the State of Qatar which is planned to be signed during the second
meeting of the Turkish-Qatari Supreme Strategic Committee would create a firm
basis for future joint projects and would enable to investigate investment
opportunities in both countries.

9. Urban Planning and Development

Both Sides agreed on the need for technical cooperation and sharing knowledge on
building and construction works in the fields of project management, building safety,
engineering education, building inspection and damage assessment, debris removal
and infrastructure coordination works within the scope of disaster recovery.

Both Sides expressed the importance of developing cooperation between the related
organizations including municipalities, and exchange of expertise in the fields of
upper — scaled spatial planning, urban development policies: and pianning for
sustainable cities, rural area planning, urban renewal projects, management of
domestic waste and sewage sludge including treatment, recycling and disposal.



Both Sides agreed on developing a framework for capacity-building and technical
training for planners through cooperation with municipalities and specialized training
and academic Turkish institutions.

10.Environment

Both Sides highlighted the opportunity for cooperation and commitment in
environment management, including the following fields:

- Waste and resource management and related solutions,

- Wastewater treatment technologies,

- Management of industrial waste water including treatment and recycling
technologies, ‘

- Management of air pollution including treatment and minimization and
monitoring technologies,

- Marine and coastal environment,

- Cleaner production,

- Salutions for identification, analysis and treatment of contaminated soil,

~ Seminars, exhibitions and workshops, reciprocal visits and joint technical
studies,

- Training programs and capagcity building on the mentioned subjects.

Both Sides agreed to further enhance and improve the cooperation between the
concerned authorities of the two countries in the fields of environmental protection
and development and environmental sustainability, through memoranda of
understandings and joint projects.

11.Transportation and Information and Communications Technology (ICT)
a) Civil Aviation and Air Transport

Both Sides affirmed the need to investigate mutual civil aviation and invesiment
opportunities. :

The Qatari Side expressed that the excellent relations between the two countries
should be reflected in the aviation sector with the enhancement of passenger
services to Istanbul Ataturk Airport, with additional 11 weekly frequencies, and
additional 21 weekly frequencies to other airports in Turkey as ‘well as to grant,
additional 9 weekly cargo services to Istanbul Ataturk Airport or at least the flexibility
to utilize the 5 already granted frequencies to Istanbul Ataturk, instead of Sabiha
Gokcen Airport and Tekirdag Corlu Airport, based on direct coordination between the
airline and airport authorities.

The Turkish Side stated that these issues should be discussed through negotiations
between civil aviation authorities. The negotiations concerned will be held after the
meeting of the designated airlines of both sides regarding the potential cooperation
areas and to report the progress to their civil aviation authorities. After the evaluation
of the progress report of the designated airlines, civil aviation authorities will hold
negotiations accordingly. The Turkish Side also stated that the frequency increase
between Turkey and Qatar may be developed as per slot availability.



The Qatari Side claimed that granting of additional frequencies to be confirmed
between the two countries, and with regards to the slot availability issue will be
discussed during the Turkish-Qatari Supreme Strategic Committee.

The Turkish Side drew attention to the meeting of Ministers of Transport in Ankara on
8 September 2016 within the framework of the Turkish-Qatar Supreme Strategic
Committee and as discussed there, the detailed evaluations should be made through
civil aviation negotiations between civil aviation authorities which is subject to the
meeting and progress between designated airlines of Bath Sides regarding the
potential cooperation areas.

b) Maritime Transport

Bath Sides welcomed the signature of the Agreement on Maritime Transports and the
Memarandum of Understanding concerning recognition of certificates in accordance
with the International Convention on standard of training certification and watch
keeping for seafarers (STCW) during the first Strategic Supreme Committee.

The Turkish Side asked the Qatari Side to reconsider of the application of the Turk
Loydu to become a recognized organization to conduct survey and certification
activities on behalf of Qatar's Ministry of Transport and Communication. The Qatari
Side welcomed the application of Turk Loydu and will facilitate the recognition after
assessing their profile that will be provided by the Turkish Side as soon as possible.

¢) Road/Rail Transport

Both Sides pointed out the possibilities of collaboration in the field of road transport
within the framework of the Organization of Islamic Cooperation through the Working
Group Meetings of the Standing Committee for Economic and Commercial
Collaboration (COMCEC).

The Qatari Side also noted its desire cooperate within the following areas:

~ Exchanging expertise, information and visits in the area of road and rail
transport,

~ Coordination in the development of road transport and rait systems,

- Accessing the latest projects in the field of land transport.

d) Collaboration in the Field of Satellite

Both Sides welcomed the current discussions held between the Qatar Satellite
Company (Es’hailSat) and TURKSAT on the possible partnership in the new satellite
program to establish different orbital positions.

¢e) Collaboration in the Field of ICT

Both Sides took note of ongoing negotiations regarding the Memorandum of

Understanding in the field of information and communications technology and agreed
to finalize it as soon as possible.



12.Education

Both Sides agreed on strengthening and enhancing the cooperation in the field of
education. In this connection, the Turkish Side noted that Maarif Foundation is now in
charge to run schools, cultural and education centers abroad. Both Sides welcomed
the opening of the Turkish school in Doha.

In addition, Both Sides expressed their willingness to finalize the negotiations on
Memorandum of Understanding for Cooperation in the Field of Higher Education
between the Ministry of Education and Higher Education in the State of Qatar and the
Council of Higher Education of the Republic of Turkey and agreed to sign it during
upcoming Supreme Strategic Committee.

13.Youth, Sports and Culture

Both Sides stated their willingness to finalize the Memorandum of Understanding on
cooperation in the field of youth and sport which will constitute an important legal
framework for further strengthening the cooperation in this field.

Both Sides welcomed cultural activities for Turkey - Qatar 2015 Year of Culture which
created vast opportunities for exploring the traditional and contemporary cultures of
both countries. Both Sides expressed their view that through cultural partnerships
involving organizations, institutions and individuals, those events will help to enhance
cultural interactions and promote mutual understanding, explore common values
between cultures.

Both Sides, acknowledging the importance of increasing the cooperation in their
culural relations, agreed to conclude the MoU in the field of culture.

14.Defence and Aviation Industry

The Turkish Side noted its willingness to cooperate on defence industry and
homeland security products and services and emphasized its intention to cooperate
in order to identify business opportunities. The Turkish Side also expressed its
readiness to work for further enhancing the collaboration in the field of defence and
aviation industry.

The Turkish Side expressed that the 3rd High-Tech Port by MUSIAD and 13t IDEF
(Infernational Defence Industry Fairs) defence industry fairs will be held on
November, 9-12, 2016 and on May 9-12, 2017 respectively in Istanbul and extended
an invitation to the Qatari Side to participate in these fairs.

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction over the success of the second High-Tech
Port event in Doha under the auspices of H. E. Recep Tayyip Erdogan, President of
the Republic of Turkey and Qatar's Emir H.H. Sheikh Tamim Bin Hamad Al Thani in
2015.

TIME AND VENUE OF THE NEXT SESSION

Both Sides agreed to hold the Seventh Session of Joint Commission on Economic and
Technical Cooperation between the Republic of Turkey and the State of Qatar in
Turkey in 2018, on a date to be agreed through diplomatic channels.

Done in Doha on October 23, 2016 and signed in istanbul on November 10, 2016 in
two original copies in Turkish, Arabic and English languages, both being equally
authentic. In case of divergence, the English version shall prevail.
