OTCD Services Trade Restricliveness Index (STRT): The Russian Tederation

Russia exported services worth USD 58.3 billion and its services imports amounted to USD 104.2 billion in 2012.
The largest services exports eategory was transport and the largest services import eategory was travel, accounting
for about 40% of total services imports in 2012.

Russin’s score an the $TRI index in the 18 scetors covered by the STRI projeet s shown below along with the
average and the lowest score among the 40 countries included in the STRI database for each sector.

STRI by sector and policy area
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Note: The STRI indices take values between zero and one, one being the most restrictive. They are calculated from the STRI regulatory
database which contains information on regulation for the 34 OECD Members, Brazil, China, India, Indonesia, Russia and South Africa.
The STRI database records measures on a Most Favoured Nations basis. Preferential trade agreements are not taken into account. Air
transport and road freight cover only commeroial establishment (with accompanying movement of people).

Russin’s STRI score is well above average in most seetors, but in legal services and broadeasting it is slightly
below average. A general regulation that contributes to the country’s STRI index in all sectors is economic needs
tests Lor lemporary services supplicrs and other regulations that alfeet the movement of natural persons. Such
regulations account for most of the index value in the skilled labour intensive sectors, including the professional
services, computer services and sound recording. Another horizontal measure that contributes significantly to the
STRI indices is Tack ol aceess 1o public procurement, which is parlicularly mportant in the construction seclor.

The sectlors wilh the lowest STRI scores

The least restricted sectors in Russia are distribution, engineering and road transport (establishment only). The
distribution sector is open to forcign investment and there are few sector-specific regulations at the federal or
regional level. Russia’s STRI score is nevertheless well above the average in this seetor. In engineering diflerent
regulations apply Lo diflerent categories of engineers. Those carrying out capital construction projects have Lo be a
member of a self-regulating professional organisation and hold permission for such works. There are no legal
restrictions on foreign membership of professional organisations and procedures are in place for recognition of
foreign qualifications. There are no sector-specific restrictions on road transport at the federal level. T.egal
services score below average. These services are subject to few sector-specific regulations and are open to foreign
lawyers.

The scctors with the highest STRI scores

‘The sectors with the highest STRL scores are air transport (commercial establishment), insurance and tclecoms. In
air transgport the mam restrictions are a foreign cquity imit of 49%, and the state holds the majority of the shares
in the larpest national carrier. It is also required that the majority of the board members and the manager (CEO) in
air carricrs must be Rusgian nationals. Tn the insurance sector there is a forcign equity limit on life insurance,
foreign branches are not permitted and there is a ceiling on the market share of foreign insurance companies of
50%. T'he telecoms sector is open o foreign investment, subjeet Lo approval. The main contribution to the index n
this seetor comes from barriers Lo compelition. The slale holds 1 majorily in the incumbent lixed line camer ind
several clements are missing from best practice pro-competitive regulation. For instance, local loop unbundling 1s
not required, number portability is not mandated, sceondary spectrum trading is not allowed and nationality is
required to obtain a license for use of radio spectrum.

Services account for a notably higher share in employment than in GDP in the Russian Federation. As the services

share rises, services must catch up with the more productive scetors o sustain overall camings. Open, diversified
