PRESS RELEASE: GOVERNMENTS DECIDE ON INTERNATIONAL CHAMBER OF
SHIPPING USD 5 BILLION R&D FUND TO ACCELERATE ZERO-CARBON SHIPPING
IN FIRST ‘LITMUS TEST’ OF COP 26 COMMITMENTS

Action Required: ICS invites you to take note of the press release declaring that
Governments deciding on the USDS5 billion R&D fund at the critical Marine
Environment Protection Committee will serve as the first ‘litmus test’ of COP26
commitments.

One week after Glasgow, 174 governments will meet this week at the International
Maritime Organization (IMO) in London to address the pressing carbon emission reduction
challenges facing international shipping, in what industry is calling the ‘first litmus test’ of
government’s decarbonisation commitments following COP26.

A critical meeting of the Marine Environment Protection Committee (MEPC), held by the
global shipping industry’s UN regulator, will decide whether to go ahead with a USD 5
billion R&D fund — the ‘IMO Maritime Research Fund (IMRF)’.

Paid for entirely by the industry, at no cost to governments or taxpayers, the fund would be
used to accelerate the rapid increase of Technology Readiness Levels to ensure zero-
carbon fuels can be used on large ocean-going ships.

Hiikiimetler, COP 26 taahhiitlerinin ilk “6nemli sinavi”’nda sifir karbonlu denizciligi.2
hizlandirmak icin Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odas’’nin 6nerdigi 5 Milyar ABD Dolari
tutarinda Ar-Ge fonunu olusturmaya karar verdi.

Birlesmis Milletler Iklim Degisikligi Cerceve Sozlesmesi 26°nc1 Taraflar Konferansi’ndan
(COP26) bir hafta sonra 174 hiikiimet, Uluslararas1 Denizcilik Orgiitii’nde (International
Maritime Organization-IMO) gerceklestirilen Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi’nin 77.
Oturumu’nda (Marine Environment Protection Committee-MEPC 77), uluslararasi denizciligin
kars1 karsiya oldugu ve COP26 nin ardindan hiikiimetlerin dekarbonizasyon taahhiitlerinin “Ilk
Onemli Sinav1” olarak nitelendirilen 1srarli karbon emisyonu azaltma siirecindeki zorluklar
degerlendirmek i¢in bir araya gelmektedir.

Kiiresel denizcilik sektoriiniin  Birlesmis Milletler nezdindeki diizenleyicisi tarafindan
gergeklestirilen Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi’nin onemli toplantisinda, 5 Milyar ABD
Dolar tutarindaki bir Ar-Ge fonu olan “IMO Denizcilik Arastirma Fonu (IMO Maritime
Research Fund-IMRF)” ile siirecin devamina yonelik goriismeler yapilmaktadir.

Hiikiimetlere veya vergi miikelleflerine hi¢gbir maliyeti olmadan tamamen sektdr tarafindan
Odenecek tutarlarla olusturulacak fon, acik denizlerde sefer yapan biiylik gemilerde sifir
karbonlu yakitlarin kullanilabilmesini saglamak i¢in Teknoloji Hazirlik Seviyeleri’nin
(Technology Readiness Levels-TRLs) artigini hizlandirmaya yonelik kullanilacaktir.

Onaylanmas1 durumunda Ar-Ge fonunun 2023 yilina kadar devreye girmesi ve 2030 yili
itibariyle ¢ok sayida sifir karbonlu geminin kullanima sunulmasi ile 2050 yilinda denizciligin
net sifir hedefine ulagsmasi 6ngoriilmektedir.

Hiikiimetlerin, iklim hedeflerine ulasma konusunda
ciddi olduklarina dair diinyaya net bir mesaj géndermeleri igcin 6nemli bir firsat yakaladiklarin
diistintiyoruz.” agiklamasinda bulunmustur.

IMREF olusturulmasi i¢in 6neri ilk olarak 2019 yilinda sunulmustur. Mevcut durumda, kiiresel
deniz tagimaciliginin ¢ogunlugunu temsil eden Danimarka, Yunanistan, Japonya, Panama,
Singapur ve Birlesik Krallik gibi biiyiik denizcilik iilkeleri ile Liberya, Nijerya ve Palau gibi
gelismekte olan iilkeler tarafindan desteklenmektedir.

Bununla birlikte, uluslararasi ticari faaliyet yapan gemiler tarafindan tiiketilen 1 ton deniz yakiti
basina 2 ABD Dolar1 toplanarak finanse edilecek olan zorunlu Ar-Ge katki sistemi olan IMRF’e
gecilmesi  icin  MEPC’ye katilan hiikiimetlerin  ¢ogunlugu tarafindan onaylanmasi
gerekmektedir.

Uluslararas1 Deniz Ticaret Odas1 Genel Sekreteri Saymn Guy PLATTEN; “Bu gergekten de
hiikiimetlerin COP26’dan sonra dekarbonizasyon taahhiitlerine iligkin ilk “onemli sinav”
niteligi tastyor. 5 Milyar ABD Dolart tutarindaki Ar-Ge fonu, hiikiimetlere a¢iklamalarinin
anlamli oldugunu ve sifir karbonlu bir sektére gecis konusunda ciddi olduklarint kanitlama
firsatr sunuyor.
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COP 26'da hiikiimetler tarafindan bir¢ok plan aciklandi, ancak bunu gerceklestirmek icin
ihtiyag¢ duyulan sifir karbon teknolojilerine sahip oldugumuzdan emin olmamiz gerekiyor. Daha
da onemlisi, Ar-Ge Fonu'nun sagladigi gibi, soz konusu teknolojiler sadece birka¢imiz icin
degil, hepimiz i¢in olmalidir.” agiklamasinda bulunmustur.

COP26 sirasinda, denizcilik sektoriiniin tam olarak destekledigi bir hedef olan kiiresel
denizciligin 2050 yilina kadar tamamen karbondan arindirilmasi i¢in yapilan ¢agrilara ragmen,
bazi hiikiimetlerin Ar-Ge fonu kurulmasina ait yontemsel engeller ¢ikarmasina yonelik ICS’in
cekinceleri bulunmaktadir. Bunun nedeni, hiikiimetlerin kiiresel o6l¢ekte CO, azaltma
caligmalarina fayda saglayan ortak hareketlerin, kendi ulusal veya bolgesel ¢ikarlarini olumsuz
etkileyebilecegini diisiinmesidir. S6z konusu endiseleri gidermek icin kapsamli bir etki
degerlendirmesi yapilmis olup iilke ekonomileri iizerindeki olumsuz etkinin neredeyse sifir
olacagini gostermektedir.

LONDON, UK — One week after Glasgow, 174 governments will meet this week at the International Maritime
Organization (IMO) in London to address the pressing carbon emission reduction challenges facing
international shipping, in what industry is calling the ‘first litmus test’ of government’s decarbonisation
commitments following COP26.

A critical meeting of the Marine Environment Protection Committee (MEPC), held by the global shipping
industry’s UN regulator, will decide whether to go ahead with a USD 5 billion R&D fund — the ‘IMO Maritime
Research Fund (IMRF)'.

Paid for entirely by the industry, at no cost to governments or taxpayers, the fund would be used to accelerate
the rapid increase of Technology Readiness Levels to ensure zero-carbon fuels can be used on large ocean-
going ships.

If approved, the R&D fund is expected to be up and running by 2023, with the ability to put large numbers
of zero-carbon ships in the water by 2030, making net zero shipping by 2050 a reality.

Esben Poulsson, Chairman of ICS said: “If governments do not support the IMRF, we have to ask the
question... why?”

“The fund is a ‘no brainer’. Something you’d have thought governments would jump at to send a clear message
to the world that they are serious about achieving their climate goals.”

A proposal for the IMRF was first put forward in 2019 and is now supported by major shipping nations
including Denmark, Greece, Japan, Panama, Singapore and the United Kingdom, plus developing nations
such as Liberia, Nigeria and Palau, who collectively represent the majority of the world’s shipping.

However, the IMRF needs regulatory approval from the majority of governments attending MEPC for the
mandatory R&D contribution system to be passed, which will be funded by collecting USD2 per tonne of
marine fuel consumed by ships trading internationally.

Guy Platten, Secretary General of ICS said: “This really is the first ‘litmus test’ on governments’ commitments
to decarbonisation since COP26.

“The USD 5 billion R&D fund provides governments with the opportunity to prove that their words have
meaning, and they are serious about the transition fo a zero-carbon sector.

“At COP 26, governments announced many plans, but we need to ensure we have the necessary zero-carbon
technologies to actually make this happen. Importantly this needs to be for all and not just the few, as the
R&D Fund provides.”

Despite widespread calls during COP26 for global shipping to decarbonise completely by 2050, a goal
which the shipping industry fully supports, ICS fears that some governments may raise procedural obstacles
to the establishment of an R&D fund. This is due to suspicions that collaborative action benefiting global CO2
reduction efforts might negatively affect what governments perceive to be their national or regional interests.
A comprehensive impact assessment was conducted to placate these concerns, and it demonstrates the
negative effect on national economies will be virtually zero.
