PHILIPPINES LAUNCHES SPECIAL EDITION OF ICS TRAINING RECORD BOOKS

In co-operation with the International Chamber of Shipping (ICS), the Filipino Shipowners
Association (FSA) and the Maritime Industry Authority of the Philippines (MARINA) have
launched a special new Philippines edition of the widely used ICS/ISF Training Record Books.
