ULUSLARARASI DENIZ TICARET ODASI: DENIZCILIGE BiR OECD EKONOMISi GiBi
DAVRANILMAMALIDIR

Kiiresel denizcilik sektoriiniin temsilciligini iistlenen Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odasi (ICS), OECD’ye
bagli bir diistince kurulusu olan Uluslararasi Tasima Forumu (ITF) tarafindan karbon harci 6denmesine
yonelik getirilen teklifi yorumladi.

ICS. bir ton CO2 igin 25 Amerikan Dolar1 6denmesini dngoren bu teklifin uluslararas1 denizcilik
sektoriinde kabul edilmesinin ne kadar dogru oldugunu soruyor.

Bu tutar, gelismis iilkelerdeki kiyilarda faaliyet gisteren sektorlerin ddedigi karbon iicretinin neredeyse
lic katina denk gelmektedir. Diinya ticaret filosunun yaklasik % 70°i, Birlesmis Milletler iklim
Degisikligi Cerceve Sozlesmesi (UNFCCC — United Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change) Ek 1 disinda kalan gelismekte olan iilkelere kayithi bulunuyor. Deniz ticareti refah diizeyi
viiksek ve gelisen ekonomiler i¢in ayni sekilde hayati bir 6neme sahiptir.

ICS, denizciligin CO2 emisyonunu azaltmayi daimi bir hedef olarak gordiigiinii ve Birlesmis
Milletler’in “iki derecelik™ iklim degisikligi hedefine katkida bulunmaktan sorumlu oldugunu vurgulad.
Bununla birlikte, gelismis ve gelismekte olan iilkelerin yerine getirmesi gereken yiikiimliiliiklerin farkli
oldugunu UNFCCC kabul etmektedir ve kiiresel ticaretin yaklagik % 90°inin tasinmasinda hayati bir
rolii olan denizcilik de daha degisik degildir.

Soz gelimi Cin ve Hindistan, Paris Iklim Zirvesi olarak bilinen COP21 kapsaminda CO2 emisyonlarini
azaltic1 ytikiimliiliikleri kabul etti fakat bu girigimler birgok y1l gegmeden CO2 emisyonlarinda ciddi bir
azalma yaratmayacaktir. Ote yandan, refah diizeyleri daha yiiksek olan iilkeler UNFCCC’nin ‘Ortak
Fakat Farklilastirtlmig Sorumluluk® ilkesi uyarinca daha biiyiik sorumluluklar iistlendi. Deniz
tagimaciligt, 2007-2012 yillan arasindaki siirede CO2 emisyonlarini % 10’un iizerinde, 2005-2015
arasindaki ton-mil bagina CO2 emisyonunu ise % 20 civarinda azaltti. Bu agidan deniz tasimaciligi sifir
emisyon (karbon nétr) hedefini izlemektedir.

ICS Genel Sekreteri Peter Hinchliffe, ITF’nin teklifiyle ilgili su agiklamada bulundu: “Gemilerden
kaynaklanan CO2 emisyonlan su anki durumuyla biiyitk bir OECD ekonomisinin emisyonlariyla
kiyaslanacak diizeydedir, fakat ITF’nin denizcilik endiistrisine sanki bir OECD ekonomisi gibi
davranilmasi gerektigi 6nerisi uygun degildir.”

Marshall Adalari, gemiler i¢gin CO2 emisyonunu azaltici bir hedef belirlenmesine iliskin teklifte
bulunmustu. ICS, s6z konusu teklifin ‘IMO’da gerektigi gibi ele alinmadigi’'m savunan ITF’yi hakli
bulmuyor.

Marshall Adalar’nin teklifi, IMO’nun bir sonraki Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi’nin giindemine
almmis olup, Paris’teki BM Iklim Konferansi’nin sonuglarma gore Nisan 2016’da IMO yetkililerince
detayl olarak tartisilacaktir.

ICS nin temsil ettigi denizcilik sektérii, (IMO’nun halen kabul ettigi baglayici bir tedbir olan) Enerji
Verimlilik Dizayn Endeksi’yle emisyonlarin ciddi miktarda azalacagi ongoriisiinii ve isletmeye yonelik



diger tedbirler ile yeni teknolojinin etkilerini dikkate alarak, IMO’nun olasi hedefleri masaya yatiracagi
toplantida olumlu yaklasmay: planlamaktadir.

Son olarak, ITF nin yazisinda ICS’nin yakin bir zaman 6nce yakit vergisinden yana oldugunu agikladig:
belirtilmektedir. Halbuki IMO’nun Piyasa Bazli Onlemler (Market Based Measures) hakkindaki mevcut
goriismeleri 2013°te kesintiye ugramadan dnce de ICS bu tutumu benimsemisti.

ICS konuyla ilgili durusunu siirdiirmekte olup, IMO’ya Uye Ulkeler’in herhangi bir piyasa bazli énlem
uygulamaya karar vermesi durumunda, denizcilik sektériiniin agikga yakit vergisini segecegini ve
kiiresel denizcilik piyasalarini ciddi olarak sekteye ugratacak bir emisyon ticareti planini veya baska bir
karmasik alternatifi benimsemeyecegini savunmaktadir. IMO tarafindan yakit vergisi igin belli bir
miktar belirlenmesi gerekirse, ICS bu tutarin, ITF’nin &nerisindeki gibi yillik 26 milyar dolar degil,
uluslararas1 deniz tasimacilik faaliyetlerinin diinyadaki toplam CO2 emisyonlari igindeki payiyla
orantili olmas1 gerektigine inanmaktadir. (Denizcilik sektdriinin CO2 emisyonu 2007°de % 2.8 iken
20127de % 2.2°ye diismiistiir.)

OECD ITF Proposals for CO2 Charge for International Shipping

SHIPPING SHOULD NOT BE TREATED LIKE AN OECD ECONOMY
SAYS INTERNATIONAL CHAMBER OF SHIPPING

The International Chamber of Shipping (ICS), representing ship operators worldwide, has
commented on the suggestion of a carbon charge for shipping made by the International Transport
Forum, a think-tank affiliated to the QECD.

ICS questions why international shipping should accept a carbon price of $US25 per tonne of CO,
as proposed by the ITF.

This would be almost three times higher than the carbon price paid by shore based industries in
developed nations. About 70% of the world merch‘ﬁ‘; fleet is registered in UNFCCC ‘non-Annex I’
developing countries, and maritime trade is of vital benefit to rich and emerging economies alike.

[CS emphasises that shipping is committed to reducing CO: and has a responsibility to contribute
to the achievement of the United Nations ‘2 degree’ climate change goal. But the UNFCCC
recognises that developed and developing nations should accept differing commitments, and
shipping is no different, especially in view of its vital role in the movement of about 90% of global
trade.

While China and India, for example, have already made positive COz reduction commitments to
COP 21, these will not deliver absolute COz reductions for several years. Some richer nations,
however, consistent with the UNFCCC CBDR principle, have made more ambitious

commitments. Shipping meanwhile has already reduced its total CO: emissions by more than 10%
(2007- 2012) and CO:2 per tonne-mile by around 20% (2005 - 2015). It is therefore on course for
carbon neutral growth.

“While shipping may currently have CO: emissions comparable to a major OECD economy, it is
inappropriate for the ITF to propose that the industry should be treated like an OECD economy”
said ICS Secretary General, Peter Hinchliffe.

ICS also says that the ITF is incorrect to state that a proposal by the Marshall Islands to discuss the
development of a CO: reduction target for shipping ‘was not acted upon within the IMO’.



The issue was placed on the agenda of the next IMO Marine Environment Protection Committee,
and will be debated fully by IMO in April 2016, taking account of the outcome of the UN Climate
Conference in Paris.

The shipping industry, as represented by ICS, plans to respond positively during the IMO debate
about possible targets, taking account of the significant reductions that will be delivered by the
Energy Efficiency Design Index (already a binding measure agreed by IMO) as well as further
operational measures and the impact of new technology.

Finally, the ITF paper says that ICS has recently declared a preference for a fuel levy. In actual
fact, ICS came to this position before the current IMO discussions on Market Based Measures were
paused in 2013.

The position of ICS remains that if IMO Member States should decide to adopt a shipping MBM,
the industry’s clear preference is for a fuel levy, rather than an emissions trading scheme or other
complex alternatives that would distort global shipping markets. However, if a levy was
developed by IMO, ICS believes that any money collected should be proportionate to international
shipping’s share of the world’s total CO2 emissions (2.2% in 2012 compared to 2.8% in 2007), not
the 26 billion dollars a year suggested by the ITF.
