llgi yazida, IMO Genel Sekreteri tarafindan, Endonezya’nin Sézlesme’ye taraf olmasini
miiteakip 24 Kasim 2016°da yiiriirliige girecek olan Balast Suyu Yénetimi (BWM) Sézlesmesi ile ilgili
olarak, ABD Sahil Giivenlik Komutanlig verilerinden yola gikarak hazirlanan son ICS basin bildirisinin
yaymlandig1 ve bu bildiride balast suyu aritma sistemlerini, ABD onayina sunma ydniinde niyet bildiren
tiretici sayisinin 31 olarak belirtildigi ifade edilmektedir. Ekteki basin bildirisinin bir énceki basiminda,
bu saymnin yanlislikla 20 oldugu ifade edilmistir.

ICS: IMO Balast Suyu Sozlesmesi’nin Yiiriirliige Girmesi ABD’de Yasanan Biiyiik Sikintilar
Cozmeyecektir

ICS; Endonezya’nin Balast suyu Yonetimi Sozlesmesi’ne taraf olmasinin ardindan, IMO Genel
Sekreteri’nce séz konusu Sozlesme’nin 24 Kasim 2016°tan itibaren yiiriirliige girecegi yoniindeki
aciklamasina igaret etmektedir. (IMO, kesin agiklama i¢in Endonezya’nin kayith filosuyla ilgili briit
tonaj verilerini beklemektedir.)

ICS; IMO’nun G8 Tip Onay Kilavuzu’nu miimkiin olan en kisa siirede g6zden gegirmesi gerektigine
inanmaktadir. Ancak bu sekilde, gemi sahipleri, yakin bir zamanda gemilerine tesis etmek zorunda
kalacaklar: pahali ekipmanin uluslararasi denizcilik faaliyetlerinde karsilasilan olagan balast suyu
kosullari altinda iglevini yerine getirecegine ve Liman Devleti Kontrolii altinda yiiriitiillen denetimlere
tam uyum gosterecegine siiphesiz giiven duyabileceklerdir.

Uzun yillardir ertelenen sdzlesmenin uygulanma tarihinin kesin olarak belirlenmesi, zorunlu kilinan
yeni aritma ekipmanim takmak ya da gemileri vaktinden 6nce geri déniisiime géndermeye baglamak
arasinda karar vermeye calisan gemi sahipleri i¢in durumu belli 6lgiide netlestirmektedir.

Tiim bunlarla birlikte, IMO diizenlemesi yiiriirliige girse bile Amerika Birlesik Devletleri’nde halen
devam eden biiyiik sikintilar ¢dziilemeyecektir. Birlesik Devletler’de, Ocak 2014’te uygulanmaya
baslayan ve aritma ekipmanlarinin onayi igin daha sert standartlar getiren diizenlemenin konumunun ne
olacagi hakkinda halen muazzam bir belirsizlik vardir. (ABD, IMO Sézlesmesi’nin taraflarindan biri
degildir.)

ABD yonetmeliklerine gore, ABD sularina balast suyu bosaltan biitiin gemiler ABD Sahil Giivenlik
Komutanlhig: tarafindan onaylanan bir aritma sistemini kullanmak zorundadir. Fakat heniiz higbir sistem
onaylanmadigindan, ABD diizenlemelerine uymak zorunda olan gemilere, ya gerekli aritma sistemlerini
takmalar i¢in ek siire ya da ABD Sahil Giivenlik Komutanligi’nin kabul ettigi Déniisiimlii Y &netim
Sistemi (AMS —Alternate Management System)’ni kurmalari i¢in izin verildi. AMS, pratikte, IMO’nun
mevcut kurallarina uygun, tip onayli bir sistemdir.

Fakat AMS i¢in bes y1l ¢ahistirilma izni uygun gériilmiis olup, bu siireden sonra gemilere tamamen ABD
Sahil Giivenlik Komutanlig1 onayl bir sistemin yerlestirilmesi gerekmektedir. ABD Sahil Giivenlik
Komutanligi, AMS’nin sonradan tam onay alacaginin garantisini ise vermemektedir. Bu yiizden, tek bir
gemi igin 1-5 milyon dolar arasinda biitge ayirarak AMS satin alan gemi sahipleri, 5 yil gectikten sonra
yeniden bir sistem taktirmak zorunda kalabilir. Bu, ultraviyole (UV) sistemleri taktirmis olan
isletmecileri 6zellikle endiselendirmektedir.

Mevcut IMO diizenlemesi altinda 50°den fazla onayli sistem bulunmaktadir; su ana kadar yalnizea 31
lireticinin, sistemlerini ABD onayina sunma ydniinde niyet belirtmis olmasi ise endise vericidir. IMO
ve ABD standartlarinin birbiriyle gelismesi, ABD Sahil Giivenlik tarafindan tam olarak onaylanan
sistemlerin eksikligi de diistiniildiigiinde, IMO Sozlesmesi’nin yiiriirlige girmesinden sonra bazi
gemilerin ABD sularinda seyretmesine imkan vermeyen olumsuz bir durum yaratabilir.

ENTRY INTO FORCE OF IMO BALLAST CONVENTION WILL NOT RESOLVE THE
EXTREME DIFFICULTIES IN THE U.S. SAYS ICS

ICS notes that the IMO Secretary General has announced that the Ballast Water Management
Convention will enter into force worldwide from 24 November 2016, following ratification by
Indonesia (subject to IMO's verification of the gross tonnage data relating to Indonesia’s registered
fleet).

ICS believes it is now incumbent upon IMO to finalise the revision of the G8 Type Approval
Guidelines as soon as possible, in order to ensure that shipowners can have absolute confidence
that the expensive equipment they will soon have to install will be effective in treating ballast
water conditions normally encountered during worldwide operations and be regarded as fully
compliant during Port State Control inspections. '

The fixing of a definite implementation date, after so'many years of delay, gives shipowners some
of the certainty needed to make important decisions about whether to refit the new mandatory
treatment equipment or otherwise to start sending ships for early recycling.

However, the entry into force of the new IMO regime does not resolve the extreme difficulties that
still exist in the United States. There is still great uncertainty with respect to the more stringent
United States approval regime for treatment equipment, which started to be enforced in January
2014 (the U.S. not being a Party to the IMO Convention). |

The U.S. regulations require all ships that discharge ballast water in U.S. waters to use a treatment
system approved by the Coast Guard. However, because no systems have yet been approved,
ships already required to comply with the U.S. regulations have either been granted extensions to
the dates for fitting the required treatment systems or else permitted to install a USCG accepted
Alternate Management System (AMS), in practice a system type-approved in accordance with the
current IMO Guidelines.

However, an AMS will only be accepted for operation for five years, after which time a fully USCG
approved system must be installed. But the USCG does not guarantee that an AMS will be
subsequently granted full approval. Hence shipowners that may have installed an AMS in good
faith, at a cost of between US $1-5 million per ship, might then have to replace the system
completely after only 5 years. This is a particular concern for operators that have installed ultra-
violet (UV) systems.

There are over 50 treatment systems approved under the current IMO regime, but worryingly only
31 manufacturers have so far indicated their intent to submit their systems for U.S. approval. The
conflicting IMO and U.S. requirements, when combined with the complete lack of systems fully
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approved by the USCG, could produce an impossible situation in which some ships might not be
able to operate in U.S. waters when the IMO Convention enters in force.
