yazida asagidaki hususlar belirtilmigtir:

“Libya Hava Kuvvetleri Komutanhiginin (9 Ocak 2015’den itibaren yiirirliige girmek
iizere), Misrata limanina ugrak yapan gemilere karsi hava saldirilari diizenlenecegini bildirdigi
rapor edilmistir. Araevo petrol tankerinde iki gemi adaminin éldiirmesine yol agan, 5 Ocak
2015 tarihinde yapildigi bildirilen bir saldiri ve son iki giinde gergeklestirildigi belirtilen iki
saldirinin yani sira, bu bildiri, Libya sularinda veya Libya sulari yakinlarinda ¢aligan gemiler
icin ciddi bir giivenlik endisesi oldugunu gdstermektedir.

Libya’da rakip gruplar arasinda devam etmekte olan ¢atisma megru tehditler ve
masum gemiler arasinda agikga ayinm yapma yetenegini sinirlamaktadir. Kiyi bélgelerinde
silahli militan gruplarin mevcudiyeti ile birlikte, ticari gemiler igin artan bir risk mevcuttur.

ICS’in haber aldigina gére, ’Akdeniz’den transit gecen gemilere Libya sularindan uzak
durmalari tavsiye edilmektedir, Misrata’ya ugrak yapmaya niyetlenen gemilerin daha baska
talimatlar icin liman ve Bayrak Devleti makamlari ve yerel denizcilik acenteleri ile temas
etmeleri istenmektedir’.

ICS Sekreteryas’na bildirildigine gore, giivenlik durumundaki degisiklik dolayisiyla,
bazi bayrak idareleri, armatérlerin, Libya limanlarina tarifeli seferlerin devam edip
etmemesini dikkatlice gbzden gecirmeyi diigiinmelerinin gerektigi hususunda uyarilar
yayinlamiglardir.

Sigortacilari ile temas etmeleri gerektigini kuvvetle tavsiye etmektedir.
Ayni zamanda, Stiveys Kanali yakinlarinda ve Siiveys Kanali’'nda ticaret gemilerine

artan bir saldiri tehlikesinin mevcut oldugu bildirilmistir. Bir Misir savas gemisinin kisa zaman
dnce kacirilmasi, Sina Yarimadasi’ndaki militanlarin deniz gevresinde faaliyet gdsterme ve
denizcilik hedeflerine saldiri yapma yeteneklerinin oldugunu ve 2013 yilinda Cosco Asia’ya
karsi yapilan bir roket saldirisi ile beraber bu bdlgede ticaret gemilerine karsi bir tehlikenin

mevcut oldugunu géstermektedir.

Boylece, giderek artan ihtiyati tedbirler uygulanmasi ve

dzelikle, gemiler Siiveys Kanali yakinlarinda beklerken dikkatli olunmasi genellikle tavsiye

edilmektedir.

ICS Uyelerinden, yukanda belirtilen hususlart dikkate almalarn ve farkinda
olabilecekleri bir durumla ilgili olarak ICS’e bilgi vermeleri ve rehberlik yapmalan

istenmektedir.”

AIRSTRIKES AGAINST SHIPPING IN LIBYAN PORTS AND SECURITY IN SUEZ
CANAL

Action required: Members are invited to note information provided on the threat
of airstrikes against shipping in Libyan Waters and to advise the Secretariat of
any additional information or guidance on the situation of which they may be
aware.

It has been reported that the Commander of the Libyan Air Force has declared that
(effective 9" January) airstrikes will be carried out against ships calling at the port of
Misrata. Along with the airstrike of 5 January which killed two seafarers on board the oil
tanker Araevo and a reported attack in the last two days, the declaration represents a
significant security concern to ships operating in and near to Libyan waters.

The continued conflict between rival factions in Libya limits the ability of Government
forces to clearly differentiate between legitimate threats and innocent vessels. Coupled
with the presence of armed militant groups in coastal regions, there is an increased risk
of commercial ships being attacked.

ICS has learned that ‘vessels transiting through the Mediterranean are advised to
remain clear of Libyan waters. Vessels intending to call at Misrata are advised to
contact port and flag State authorities and local shipping agents for further instructions’.

The Secretariat has been advised that some flag Administrations have issued notices to
the effect that shipowners should carefully consider whether to continue with scheduled
calls at Libyan ports given the change in the security situation. Notices pertaining to the
situation are uploaded to the NATO Shipping Centre Website:

to which reference should be made on a regular basis.

ICS strongly recommends that shipowners should contact the P&l Club and War Risk
Underwriters for further advice on each specific voyage.
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ICS has also been made aware of an increased risk of attack on merchant traffic in the
approaches to, and in, the Suez Canal. The recent hijacking of an Egyptian warship
indicates a capability on the part of militants in the Sinai Peninsula to operate in the
maritime environment and to attack maritime targets, and along with the rocket attack
against the Cosco Asia in 2013 indications are that a threat may exist to commercial
shipping in the area. As such, the general advice must be to exercise increased caution
and maintain vigilance particularly when ships are waiting in the approaches to the
Canal.

Members are requested to note the above, and advise ICS of any information or
guidance on the situation of which they may be aware.
